Workshop Description:
This seminar will provide an overview of the legal system for practicing and potential court interpreters, including discussion of the roles of court interpreters, positioning of court interpreters, courtroom personnel, pre‑requisite knowledge and skills for a legal interpreter, working in Deaf/hearing interpreter teams, court code of conduct, roles and protocol for court interpreters, adequate preparation for a legal assignment, text analysis of commonly encountered texts, qualifying as an expert and testifying as an expert, and continued professional development resources.













The content areas are designed to track, but not teach to, the RID legal written examination and specific portions of the performance examination.

At the conclusion of this program, interpreters should be able to: 

1. Define the roles of the court interpreter and explain the ethical conflicts, staffing issues, and rule-created constraints that apply to each of the 3 court interpreter roles.  

2. Identify the evidentiary rules requiring interpreters to be qualified.

3. Accurately and succinctly state their qualifications for the record.

4. Identify the three (3) key areas in which preparation is required for the court interpreter.

5. Accurately analyze a constitutional text and prepare an equivalent sight translation in ASL
